3. Hold THREE (3) Zone Meetings a year and file report with Dis-

trict Governor.  (This means 2 Zone Meetings and a Joint Re-
gion Meeting.) 

4. Show an increase in Club representation at each Zone Meeting. 
5. Must bring in ONE NEW MEMBER. 
6. Must attend all Cabinet Meetings, Fall and Spring Rallies. 
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As a new member of a Lions Club, you are eligible to earn the 
“Proud Lion Award.”  There are five (5) requirements to be com-
pleted to qualify for this award and your sponsor should help you 
fulfill these requirements.  They are as follows: 
1. Attend a Board meeting. 
2. Visit another Club. 
3. Participate in a Club Project. 
4. Attend a Zone, Region or District function. 
5. Invite an approved “proposed candidate” to the club as a Guest. 
 
These requirements must be accomplished within the first twelve 
(12) months of your membership.  When you have completed all 
five requirements, you must complete the “Proud Lion Award” card 
and return it to your Club Secretary.  The information will be for-
warded to your District Governor. 
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The “Proud Sponsor Award” is presented to a Lion that walks a new 
member through the five steps needed for a “Proud Lion Award.”
