When a loved one reaches their 90th birthday, we usually can 
proudly say he or she has lived a rich, full life. This year we 
celebrate the 90th anniversary of something near and dear to 
all of us - Lions Clubs International, founded in 1917 in Chi-
cago by businessman Melvin Jones. Yes, we’ve had a rich, 
full history, marked by service unmatched by any other ser-
vice club. But the best is yet to come.  
 
I witness firsthand in my travels around the world the stun-
ning energy and vitality of Lions. In small towns and big cit-
ies, we are out in the community aiding youths and the eld-
erly, providing vision and hearing screenings, collecting and 
distributing eyeglasses, offering food, water and blankets af-
ter floods and tornadoes, and teaching job skills to those with 
disabilities. We do serve. And we will serve for generations 
to come. 
 
But we will be tested and we are facing challenges. We can’ t 
stand pat and do what we always do because that’s how 
we’ve always done it. We need creativity, inspiration and in-
genuity, not mere imitation or repetition. What worked dec-
ades ago or even a decade ago may not work today. Even if it 
works today, it may not work tomorrow. What we need is a 
willingness to be flexible, to embrace a paradigm shift if nec-
essary.

The great advantage Lions 
have always possessed is our ability to read the signs of the 
times and take steps in new directions. This happens on 
every level of the association. You may be the one who 
comes up with the next great idea to invigorate your club, 
district or even the association as a whole. Good ideas carry 
their own momentum. At the least be willing to engage in 
open and constructive discussion at your club. The only 
really bad idea is the notion that change is not feasible. 
 
I’m not suggesting a radical transformation of Lionism. We 
will always be Knights of the Blind. But it’ s the little things 
that count such as how clubs recruit members, hold meetings, 
publicize accomplishments and engage members in service. 

Clubs need to regularly as-
sess their how they do 
business and be ready to 
drop less successful prac-
tices and adopt new ones 
after careful study and 
planning. 
 
It’ s important to know that 
you are not alone in your 
quest for club betterment. 
International Headquarters, 
including its Membership, 
Leadership and Interna-
tional Activities and Pro-
gram Planning divisions, 
has an array of effective, efficient programs to jumpstart your 
renewal and help guide it. These divisions are in touch with the 
challenges and obstacles faced by clubs. Our new Baby 
Boomer recruitment methods and Family Lions Club program 
are two great examples of innovative initiatives to energize 
clubs and districts. We’ re not standing still. We’ re moving for-
ward. That’s what it will take to keep our momentum as Lions 
and to ensure that we remain vital and active. 
 
Please don’ t wait for other Lions to take the initiative. The 
possibility of change and growth rests with individual Lions. 
Please read the LION and check the Web site regularly to stay 
on top of what’s available. Chances are quite good that your 
specific needs can be filled by these initiatives.

But since that time, the world 
has changed in ways that Helen Keller and the Lions at the 
1925 international convention could not possibly have 
imagined. 
 
So what does it mean to be knights of the blind in the 21st 
century?  For most of the 20th century, being a knight of 
the blind meant ensuring that blind children received an 
education and that blind adults were treated with compas-
sion and respect.  It meant establishing eye banks and hos-
pitals that could restore the sight to a fortunate few. 
 
Is that what it takes to be knights of the blind in the 21st 
century?  Yes . . . But it is not enough.  The 21st century 
demands more.  In fact, many people believe that the 21st 
century is too demanding.  It has little tolerance for the 
ineffective, the slow or the timid.  We were once insulated 
by oceans, mountains and rivers, but today, global con-
cerns reach into our daily lives, our jobs and even our 
homes. 
 
Campaign SightFirst made it possible to have saved or re-
stored sight for 24 million people.  Lions have provided 65 
million treatments for River Blindness.  We have built 
hospitals, equipped clinics and organized educational pro-
grams. 
 
As a result of this extraordinary service, we Lions have 
become recognized experts and leaders in the international 
effort to eliminate avoidable blindness.  Our expertise has 
become indispensable.  Our commitment is irreplaceable.  
Our greatest asset  -  1.4 million Lions around the world 
willing to work to protect sight in their communities, can-
not be matched by any other organization. 
 
Through SightFirst, Lions have done nothing less than 
change the world.  Not just the small corner of the world 
in our home communities  -  the entire world.  By 
“Thinking globally and acting locally,”  Lions have made 
ourselves indispensable in the international effort to com-
bat blindness.  In fact, national governments and interna-
tional organizations look to us as leaders more than ever 
before.  It is a remarkable record of achievement  -  but it 
is an achievement of the 20th century. 
 
The 21st century requires us to do even more.  Threats to  
sight that were not on the horizon in 1990 have emerged 
and are growing steadily.  The rapidly aging world popula-
tion means that age-related blindness is increasing.  Cata-
ract remains the most common cause of avoidable blind-
ness and an even more challenging opponent than it was 
15 years ago. 
 
Diabetes is epidemic, putting millions of people at risk of 
losing their sight to diabetic retinopathy.  Frighteningly, 
millions may not even know that they are at risk.

same is true of glaucoma  -  many millions do not 
know that they are threatened by this “stealth”  dis-
ease. 
 
The increasing world population has made child-
hood blindness a growing problem.  Tragically, 
one child goes blind every minute.  Even more 
tragically, 80 percent of childhood blindness is 
preventable  -  sometimes preventable by some-
thing as simple as an eye exam and an appropriate 
pair of eyeglasses.   
 
To fulfill our commitment as knights of the blind 
in the 21st century, we must take on these chal-
lenges and bring our service to hew heights.  The 
Lions of the last century showed us how.  Cam-
paign Sight First from 1991 to 1994 raised $200 
million.  After 724 grants totaling $175 million, 
only $25 million remains.   
 
Our means to new heights of service will be Cam-
paign SightFirst II, which will raise $150 million 
to continue and expand the vital work of Sight-
First.  An additional $50 million, set as a 
“challenge goal,”  will enable Lions to extend our 
leadership to the areas of research, rehabilitation 
and education for the blind, and service to the poor 
and vulnerable in developed nations.

One concern is a trailer that was constructed 
at Steel Center School and originally designed as an overnight 
sleeping accommodation for caregivers transporting campers to 
Beacon Lodge.  This theory never materialized as intended.  The 
concept now, is to strip the trailer and re-fit it as a nature computer 
lab. 
       The other concern is to complete renovation of the 14-B Dor-
mitory.  The final indoor renovation phase was completed in Octo-
ber 2006 that included: 
       1. (4) new bathrooms installed in compliance with the Ameri-  
           cans with Disability Act. 
       2.  Aging 2x3 ceiling tile replace with 2x2 tile installed in all 4   
            apartments. 
       3.  New and improved overhead lighting installed in all 4   
            apartments. 
       4.  New indoor/outdoor carpeting installed in all 4 apartments. 
       5.  2 electric 40-gallon hot water tanks installed replacing  
            worn-out oil hot water tanks.  (More economical) 

 
The focus now is the outside of the Form that could include: 
       1.  Covering the gables with vinyl siding. 
       2. A small porch over entrance door to cabins 1 and 4. 
       3. Remove old and install new roof shingles. 
       4.  Remove old rain gutters and downspouts and install new. 
 
In 2006, 446 campers completed 451 sessions at Beacon Lodge.  
Kansas, Indiana, Pennsylvania, Africa, South Africa, China, UK, 
Australia and Russia represented our counseling staff.

        Every Lions year can mark a renewed emphasis on member re-
tention with the President’s Retention Campaign.  It is a strong cam-
paign built for you, the club president.  It faces the four most com-
mon threats to good retention, provides field-proven answers, and 
includes recognition for club presidents who take on the membership 
retention challenge. 
 
Why Members Drop 
 
We’ve all seen lists of reasons given by members who leave their 
clubs.  All of the reasons to continue or drop membership are greatly 
influenced by you, the club president and leader.  The most common 
threats to retention, as given to us by our members, are: 
 
Lengthy / Boring Meetings 
 
Poor meeting quality is always one of the chief reasons given for 
leaving a club.  Interesting and productive meetings are very impor-
tant to the efficient functioning of your club.  They are also important 
to your members.  You want these members to feel like they are 
spending their time on something worthwhile.  Planning and running 
effective meetings that follow a well-prepared agenda will help ac-
complish this. 
 
Club Politics / Cliques 
 
Are politics getting in the way of club business?  Do cliques within 
the club alienate new members, making it difficult for them to feel a 
part of the group?  Limiting cliques and politics will make your club 
environment welcoming and productive.  All members will feel more 
interested and involved. 
 
Lack of Involvement 
 
Once your club inducts new members, be sure to engage them in ac-
tivities that interest them and encourage them to take on leadership 
roles.  Members who see they play an active part in the club are far 
less likely to drop out. 
Working Together 
 
Too often, differences in personalities, gender or culture hinder a 
club from functioning smoothly. 
 
Dwelling on differences can lead to poor communication, misunder-
standings and the club’s inability to set common goals.  By learning 
to bridge differences and communicate openly with all members, you 
will create a productive environment for you club. 
 
Retention is an ongoing team effort, led by you, the club president.  
Keeping your club efficient, productive and meaningful to your 
members will result in many benefits: 
· A club that is a vital, respected part of your community. 
· The ability to help people in need locally, and globally. 
· A club that offers personal and professional growth opportuni-
