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Challenge to Change

The 2007-2008 international program, Challenge to
Change, is a reflection of the change in expectations of
the district governor. This could be called a paradigm
shift in the way our organization functions. Instead of di-
recting Lions and clubsin the district, today’ s governor is
expected to be humble and serve the members while |ead-
ing by example and influence. The governor will em-
power others to actively take part in achieving the district
goals. This will enable Lions to work independently to
achieve their shared district and international program
goals.

The Chinese philosopher, Lao Tzu, defined leadership
this way, “To lead people, walk beside them. As for the
best leaders, people do not notice their existence. When
the best leader’s work is done, the people say, “We did it
ourselves.”

The core elements of the Challenge to Change interna-

tional program are:

1. 1. Challenge to re-brand Lionism to present a dy-
namic flexible organization with a membership
growth plan focused on potential members younger
than 40 years old and women members. Club presi-
dents and vice presidents are chalenged to develop a
4-year strategic plan for membership growth.

2. Challenge to grow by 20,000 quality members, with
specific target goals for each geographic area. A spe-
cial Team 20K team will facilitate development of
membership growth plans, provide support and moni-
tor accomplishments.

3. Challenge to develop new leaders by using modern
techniques, conducting innovative leadership insti-

tutes, and increasing participation in e-learning.

4. Challenge to extend 1250 clubs that will invigorate
the organization by adding members younger than 40
years old and women members.

5. Challenge to enhance the L CIF funds by increasing
the number of Melvin Jones Fellowships to 400,000.

6. Challenge to raise CSFII funding to the challenge
goal of US$200 million.

7. Challenge to revive and develop the Leo move-
ment to its maximum potential.

8. Challenge to expand the Lions Quest Program to
50 countries.

9. Challenge to re-structure the public relations ef-
forts globally and promote are-vitalized brand image
of Lionism. Clubs may contribute by conducting sig-
nature projects based on local needs. The purposes of
Lionism should be known widely on a globa level
through effective loca initiatives to develop public
relations programs.

Challenge to Change, an ambitious and visionary pro-
gram, establishes direction for clubs and districts world-
wide. In addition to the core program elements, clubs or
districts may choose to work toward the following op-
tional goals, which are part of the United Nations Global
Compact Program to achieve the Millennium develop-
ment goals.

The 2007-2008 international program provides priorities,
projects and plans to inspire each club and every member
to take action toward meeting the Challenge to Change.

When an area kindergarten student needed a special pair of
eyeglasses, there was no way Moon Township Lions Club could
help.

On its own, the club just didn’t have the funds to purchase
the $1,600 tel escopic glasses the child needed.

But, the Coraopolis Club came to the rescue with a very
generous donation, as did Moon Rotary Club, and the child now
has the glasses he needs.

Joe Martonik, Moon Township Lions Club president, says
that is what can be accomplished when clubs lend each other a
helping hand.

He and Jack Boyle, president of Coraopolis Lions Club,
hope the merging of the two clubs will result in more stories like that
one.

For nearly 60 years the two clubs have existed on their own,
with their own activities and fund-raisers, but both presidents now
agreed that the time is right for the fusing of the Lions' dens to
strengthen the organization.

Boyle says both clubs are losing members because of old age
and each club is having troubl e recruiting new members.

“So, we thought about it, and since we're in close proximity to
each other, we decided to merge.”

The Coraopolis club has 11 members, and Moon's organization
has 10. Boyle says from what he has heard from longtime members,
there was a time when both clubs had as many as 35 members each.

Martonik said when Moon’s club was chartered in 1950, as was
the Coraopoalis club, it actually was named Greater Pittsburgh Airport
Lions Club.

Membership consisted of airline employees. Now, there are no
airline employees who are members of the club.

Recruiting new members for any organization is very difficult,
Martonik said. Not alot of area residents are going to come out and
spend time fund-raising and get nothing back except the self satisfac-
tion of helping others.

“People are being pulled in so many directions, and thisis not a
one-time commitment. It's basically all-year long. It’s not like you
can go clean up something one day and be done.”

The first meeting for the combined Coraopolis-Moon Township
Lions Club will be held at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, June 11, at Junior’s
Restaurant in Coraopoalis.

Martonik says the Lions district governor, who will attend the
meeting, encourages and recommends the merging of clubs with low
membership and is supportive of the clubs' decision.

This year, the Moon club was invited to participate in elections,
but opted to sit out one year until the newly merged club got off the
ground.

Members are looking forward to participating in the next elec-
tion.

New officers are Tom Toomey, president; two vice presidents,
Robert Barone and Rodney Phillips' Larry Spezialetti, secretary; and
John Petrosillo, treasurer.

As for fund-raisers and donations, everything will be reviewed
by the new combination club and decided at a later date, Boyle says.

The Moon club had fund-raisers that Coraopolis did not and

Members also work with the deaf and donate to West Hills Food
Pantry.

In addition, the Moon club works with Michael Hauser, Moon
High School principal, to name two to four seniors as Students of the
Month during the year.

The students and their parents are invited to and honored at a
Lions Club meeting, receive a certificate and then have a nice addic-
tion to their resumes.

Although not voted on by the new membership yet, Martonik
says he and Boyle have talked about continuing Student of the Month
but also including Cornell seniors.

Martonik says he believes the merging of the clubs is a great
idea as more members can accomplish more for both communities.

“The bottom line is we are working to help others. Our motto
says, ‘we serve.” That's what we want to do, and we'll be able to do
it even better now.”
