Such number for your Constitutional Area
stands at 3,152 in the following three categories:

1) 623 number of members whose clubs were on
status quo on June 30, 2007;
2) 2,138 number of members whose clubs were
suspended on July 1, 2007; and
3) 391 number of members whose clubs qualified for
suspension, but have been put on hold as a special
case because of certain banking difficulties, etc.
The above members may be lost upon cancellation for
suspension as of September 30, 2007. However, during
the intervening period they have the opportunity to cor-
rect their deficiency.”

A word to the wise is sufficient. Please take care of your
obligations to Lions International in a timely manner. |
thank you in advance for your prompt consideration of
this matter.

DG Jay Vice District Governor’s Message I

Where do you belong? Depending upon our perspective, that question can be answered in
several ways. As | write this article for the Cauldron, | am asking the question based on the
generational group in which you belong. Do you belong in the Silent Generation, the Boomer
Generation, the X-Generation, or the Millenium Generation?

Over the past several decades, much has been written about the generational groups within
our society and the differences among the groups. What does that have to do with Lionism?
The differences among the generational groups and how Lions clubs respond to these differ-
ences will have a significant impact on the future of Lionism — particularly in the U.S. We have
all observed the decline in members in District 14-B as well as throughout the state. Why are
we seeing this decline in the world’s largest service organizations?

Membership decline is not unique just to Lions clubs but has been affecting all service, fraternal, and civic organiza-
tions for more than two decades. The reason for the decline is due to the generational differences within our society.
Many of you who are reading this article fit within the Silent Generation — those that were born between 1925 and
1945. Those in the Silent Generation became involved in civic organizations and felt the need to contribute to the
community. They felt that it was their obligation to belong.

With the coming of the Boomer Generation (born between 1946 until 1960), significant changes occurred within our
society which have transformed the American family since the 1960s.  Additionally, technological trends have
changed our use of leisure time and have disrupted the opportunities for participation in civic activities. Following the
boomers, the X-generation (born between 1961 and 1981) found it hard to achieve success in their lives. Perhaps un-
fairly, they usually have been classified by prior generations as the “generation only concerned about me.” Both Xers
and the Millenials (born after 1981) have grown up in a culture of instants results — fast food, drive-through windows,
24/7 access to news and worldwide information, instant technology that provides constant connection.

All of these changes have translated into declining membership in Lionism. What do we to reach out to and to attract
members from these generational groups? The traditional model of a Lions Club no longer appeals to individuals in
these groups. We will need to refashion our local clubs to seek and to find new members who will contribute to the
betterment of our communities. We must to rethink how and when we have meetings and how we communicate with
club members. To attract members from the boomers, Lions International has rolled out new concepts for Lionism to
flourish within our communities including family clubs, family memberships, and student memberships.

Over the next several months, the MERLOW Team will be conducting programs for local club leaders in District 14-B.
We will provide ideas and resources for growing membership and participation in clubs throughout the district. Your
involvement in these programs is essential for the future of Lionism in the Pittsburgh region.

Leos can charter a new club and recruit their
peers. Young adults between the age of legal
majority in jurisdiction in which they reside and
through the age of 30 as long as at least 10 new
club charter members meet the qualifications
above as a former Leo.

New members who join existing clubs must be invited
and approved by the club’s board of directors.

Leo Conversion Program Components

Active Membership: Qualifying individuals remain
Active Members, entitled to all rights and privileges and
subject to all obligations which membership in a Lions
club confers or implies.

Leo Conversion Dues Rate: Former Leos and qualify-
ing young adults receive a special dues concession,
paying only half International Dues of US$19.50 and are
exempt of any entrance fees.

The Leo Conversion Program provides a transition for
current and former Leos to build upon the skills that they
learned as a Leo, but with all the rights and privileges as
a Lion, and gives them an opportunity to form their own
Lions club with other like-minded young adults.

Note: at the August PA Lions State Council meeting
in Erie it was adopted that the annual per capita dues
of $12 would not apply to those under this program.

Leo Conversion Program FAQs

The Leo Conversion Program began July 1, 2007. This is a
permanent program that was ratified as part of the Lions Clubs
International Constitution.

Who qualifies for the Leo Conversion Dues Rate?

Former Leos between the age of legal majority in the jurisdic-
tion in which they reside and through the age of 30. Young
adults between the age of legal majority in jurisdiction in which
they reside and through the age of 30 also qualify as long as at
least 10 new club members meet the qualifications above as a
former Leo.

Do current Leos qualify?

Yes. Any current Leo between the age of legal majority and 30
is eligible for the dues concession upon submittal of the Stu-
dent Member and Leo Conversion Certification Form. These
documents must be received by Lions Clubs International by
November 30 for the January semi-annual per capita billing
and by May 31 for the July semi-annual per capita billing.
Does the reduced dues rate apply to traditional clubs?
Yes. All former Leos through age 30 involved in traditional
clubs are eligible to receive the Leo Conversion Dues Rate.
How does the program benefit traditional clubs?

The Leo Conversion Program gives every Lions club the op-
portunity to include and welcome these valuable young lead-
ers. When young adults join Lions, they bring new energy, in-
spire fresh ideas for service and provide increased support for
local and international projects. This program encourages
clubs to expand their membership, recruit young leaders and
involve them in relevant projects.

How to Certify Former Leo Members:

In order to receive all the benefits of the Leo Conversion Dues
Rate, the club secretary must certify former Leos as they are
added to the club roster. The secretary may submit the print-
able Student Member and Leo Conversion Certification Form
when adding a former Leo to the Monthly Membership Report
(MMR) or complete the on-line certification by selecting “Leo
Lion” from the membership type on the WMMR. Lions Clubs
International will not issue credit to clubs who complete certifi-
cation after the new member has been added. In these cases,
the Leo Conversion Dues Rate will take effect with the next
semi-annual per capita billing cycle and the club will be billed
for the new member’s entrance fees. Once certified, recertifi-
cation is only necessary when there is a change of member-
ship status. Certification corresponds with the semi-annual
per-capita billing cut-off dates of November 30 and May 31.
How to Certify Qualifying Young Adults:

When a group of 10 or more former Leos charter a new club,
all current and incoming qualifying young adults must complete
the Student Member and Leo Conversion Certification Form.
Once the club is chartered, the secretary may submit the print-
able certification form when adding qualifying young adults to
the Monthly Membership Report (MMR) or complete the on-
line certification by selecting “Young Adult” from the member-
ship type on the WMMR.

Filing by paper: Submit the printable Student Member and
Leo Conversion Certification Form with the Monthly Member-
ship Report (MMR) in which the qualifying member is being
reported. Download the form for complete instructions.

A
strong public relations program that provides a continuous, unend-
ing line of communications between all members of the club and
between the club and the community. 4. Well organized club meet-
ings that are stimulating, informative, and enjoyable. 5. A team
spirit - a condition that exists when each member knows that he is
an important part of an organization that is truly dedicated to hu-
manitarian service. 6. Strong membership growth and development
programs which provide immediate orientation and involvement of
new members in the club projects and a continuing involvement of
current members in club activities.
