STOPPING THE PAIN AND VISION PROBLEMS OF SHINGLES

At the Pennsylvania Lions Sght and Conservation and Eye Research
Foundation research seminar at the Eye and Ear Ingtitute at the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh Medical Center in October. The following is
the abstract of the presentation that Dr. Paul (Kip) Kinchington
made during the seminar. The research work in which Dr. Kinching-
ton is engaged as been supported by the Foundation. Dr. Kinching-
ton is a Lion in the Pittsburgh Shadyside-Squirrel Hill Lions Club.
We thank Lion Paul for this very important information.

Everyone admits that getting old is painful. However, one miser-
able source of pain in the elderly is now partly preventable and, if Dr.
Kinchington's research succeeds, Shingles may eventualy become
fully treatable and preventable. We are talking of Shingles, a disease
that strikes fear into many of 60+ year olds that may reduce the qual-
ity of life to unacceptable levels. Shingles will be experienced by
about one fifth of the population, and while most will have no long
term problems other than a nasty rash, some one third of the zoster
sufferers encounter itchy and painful consequences that may persist
for months to years. These may be so severe that extraordinary
measures or even suicide may be contemplated. Shingle causes
blinding illness that may be very difficult to treat.

So what can the person entering their sixties do about Shingles?
The first is to become informed. Shingles is not a disease that you
can catch, but arises from within. It is caused by the same virus that
caused that bout of chickenpox when you were akid. While you got
better, the virus stayed with you and in your body. The second thing
you can do is to get the new vaccine before Shingles occurs. This
vaccine, called Zostervax, is relatively new and is based on the live
vaccine that prevents chickenpox. It reduces many (but not all) zos-
ter cases and in some, the painful problems that follow are reduced.
Third, if you think you are getting it, see your doctor as fast as possi-
ble. He may be able to give drugs that may limit the disease if
caught early enough.

However, neither the vaccine or drug treatments work for many,
many cases. To these people, Dr. Kinchington’s work may hold fu-
ture promise of better treatments and prevention strategies. Dr.
Kinchington's research is examining in excruciating detail the
makeup of the virus that causes Shingles with a view to finding new
targets to which antivirals can be developed. Thisincludes work that
is directed to find out why Shingles is such a painful disease for
many. To thisend, he has developed a new anima model of the pain
caused by Shingles, and this may provide the gateway to finding out
not only why the virus causes pain, but how the pain can be more
effectively prevented and treated.

With luck and support, Dr Kinchington's research may make grow-
ing old alittle less painful for some.

IRSFILING

Although the filing deadline was November 15, 2008, for the 2007-
08 year, you can still file on line to keep your club in compliance
with the IRS regulations for small tax-exempt organizations. Failure
to do so could result in your club losing your tax-exempt status.

The process is short, easy, and electronic. If your club has annual
gross receipts of $25,000 or less and does not have to file Form 990
or 990-EZ, you must file the e-Postcard (also known as 990-N). You
will need to have the following information to file the e-Postcard:

A legal name and mailing address and any other names
used.

A Web address, if one exists.

Employer Identification Number (EIN) — this number is
available from your bank or from the Lions Club Inter-
national website (under your club information).
Organization’s annual tax period.

The name and address of a principal officer.

A statement confirming the club’s annual gross receipts
are normally $25,000 or less.

Y ou can get more information by checking the IRS website at www.
irs.gov/eo. Since there is no paper form to complete, you must file
this on line. If you have any questions, please contact either DG
John Frombach or VDG Jim Hartman.
