IS YOUR CLUB COLLECTING USED EYEGLASSES? 
 
When you get new eyeglasses, what do you do with the old ones?  
Most of us toss them in a drawer or box and just forget about them.  
As most Lions know, used eyeglasses can be used for something 
worthwhile.  If your Lions club has not been collecting used eye-
glasses, you should consider this service project.  It is a very easy 
project in which to participate.  Information on the eyeglass recycling 
program can be found on the Lions Club International website at the 
following link:

Many businesses and public locations, including libraries and mu-
nicipal buildings, permit the local Lions club to place a collection 
box in their facilities.  All you have to do is ask the business or or-
ganization and arrange for someone to pick up the used glasses on a 
regular basis.  This is great publicity for your club and emphasizes 
the service that your club provides.  Make sure that you club name is 
included on the collection box.  You can send a list of collection box 
locations for inclusion in your local newspaper and municipal news-
letters.  The LCI website has sample articles that you can use to pub-
licize your collection program.

Lions clubs throughout the world have been recycling eyeglasses for 
more than 80 years.  The donated eyeglasses are sent to one of thir-
teen Lions Eyeglass Recycling Centers where Lions volunteer their 
time and services to prepare the eyeglasses for distribution by clean-
ing and categorizing each pair by prescription.  Optical missions 
sponsored by Lions clubs and other groups distribute donated eye-
glasses to needy people.  Currently, it costs less than eight cents to 
provide someone with recycled eyeglasses. 
 
All types of eyeglasses and sunglasses, prescription and non-
prescription, are acceptable.  Reading glasses are also useful because 
many recipients are in need of visual correction to help them perform 
close-up tasks.  Sunglasses are needed by people living near the 
equator in order to shield their eyes from the sun’s damaging rays. 
 
The goal of the program is to meet the demand for quality eyeglasses 
in developing nations.  You can order materials for your eyeglass 
collection program at the following LCI link:

HOW ABOUT COLLECTING USED HEARING AIDS?

Used hearing aids can be refur-
bished and provided to an individual in need.  If the hearing aid can-
not be refurbished, it can be “cannibalized”  for parts to repair hearing 
aids.

HOW DOES DIABETES CAUSE VISION LOSS? 
 
At the Annual Research Seminar conducted by the Pennsylvania Li-
ons Sight Conservation & Eye Research Foundation, Dr. Alistair J. 
Barber, Associate Professor of Ophthalmology of Cellular and Mo-
lecular Physiology at the Penn State Hershey Eye Center, presented 
the following report on how diabetes causes vision loss. 
 
Diabetes can lead to the gradual development of a number of devas-
tating complications, of which diabetic retinopathy is one of the most 
common.  It affects about 40-45% of people who have diabetes.  Ac-
cording to figures from the National Eye Institute, between 600,000 
and 700,000 Americans have vision loss caused by diabetic retinopa-
thy.  The disease accounts for about 24,000 new cases of legal blind-
ness every year, making it a leading cause of vision loss in working 
age adults. 
 
Diabetic retinopathy is often recognized as a change in blood vessels 
that feed the retina in the back of the eye.  The tissue contains the 
light-sensing cells (rods and cones) and the connecting cells 
(neurons) that process information and relay signals to the brain.  A 
lot is known about the damage that diabetes does to the blood vessels 
in the retina, but how the neurons are affected is less well estab-
lished.  Research supported by the Pennsylvania Lions Sight Conser-
vation & Eye Research Foundation is being conducted at Hershey 
Eye Center to support information suggesting that the structure and 
function of the neurons of the retina are injured by the early stages of 
diabetes which suggest that these changes are responsible for loss of 
vision.

     Happy New Year!!  I hope that you, 
your families and friends had a joyous 
holiday season.  As we begin 2009, I am 
sure many of you made New Year’s 
Resolutions.  Recent research shows 
that while 52% of participants in a study 
were confident of success with their 
goals, only 12% actually achieved their 
goals.   

        The tradition of the New Year©s Resolutions goes all the way 
back to 153 B.C.  Janus, a mythical king of early Rome, was placed 
at the head of the calendar.  With two faces, Janus could look back 
on past events and look forward to the future.  From the Roman my-
thology, we have gained the tradition of looking back at our suc-
cesses and failures of the past year.  Then in preparation for the New 
Year, we make resolutions for the future. 
        As we begin the new calendar year, I have taken a look back at 
the state of Lionism in District 14-B.  As your District Governor, I 
have serious concerns about the direction of Lionism in our district.  
When we started the Lions year in July, we had 1,035 Lions provid-
ing service within our communities.  As we begin January, we have 
dropped to 988 Lions – a net loss of 47 Lions.  That is a drop of five 
per cent of our members.  Additionally, we now have 42 clubs – a 
loss of two clubs. 
        Unfortunately, we have been on a downhill spiral for the many 
years.  Since 1984 (that’s 25 years ago), we have lost 1,140 Lions or 
54% of our membership.  During the term of DG Harold Fletcher, we 
had 61 clubs with 2,128 members in District 14-B.  In the past five 
years since 2004, we have experienced a membership decline of 20% 
from 1,236 Lions. 
        Where and when will it end?  I only wish that I had the answer.  
The answer lies with each and every Lion in the 42 clubs in District 
14-B.  Reversing membership decline is the responsibility of each 
Lion who believes in our mission of service.  Each one of us needs to 
take this issue very seriously.  There is no magic solution.  The solu-
tion is for each of us to do something.  

Doing something involves two actions on the part of Lions: 
 
First, ask someone to join your  L ions club.  The only way to be-
come a Lion is for a Lion to invite that person to become a Lion.  
When was the last time that your club had a serious membership ini-
tiative?  Has your club honestly discussed membership?  When has 
your club scheduled a “getting to know Lionism” information and 
social time?  Have the Lions in your club developed a list of potential 
members – neighbors, relatives, business associates, community 
leaders – and invited them to attend an informational meeting? 
Second, keep the L ions in your  club.  Retention of members is a 
serious issue.  During the past six months, we have dropped 85 Lions 
from clubs in the district.  Why do members drop out?  Are they not 
being included in club activities and events?  Are there cliques within 
your club that excludes some members?  It does not make sense to 
initiate a new member only to lose that member next year.  Assimi-
lating involving new Lions into the club’s activities is the key to suc-
cess of retaining members. 
     We are in the middle of the winter.  This is a good time to contact 
that potential member and invite him or her to your club meeting.  As 
I visit clubs over the next few months, I will be discussing ideas with 
your clubs on growing your membership. 
     Getting back to New Year’s resolutions, one of the top ten resolu-
tions that people make is “ to help others.”   A popular, non-selfish 
New Year©s resolution, volunteerism can take many forms. As the 
world’s largest nonprofit volunteer organization, we have a great op-
portunity to assist someone in fulfilling his or her New Year’s resolu-
tion.  Take advantage of the time of year and invite someone to vol-
unteer with you. 
 
Together as Lions, we can reverse the trend of declining member-
ship.
