Although we had 21 clubs
induct 61 new members to
date, we have had 26
clubs drop 111 members
for a net loss of 40 mem-
bers. Currently, we have
42 clubs (that is 2 fewer
than last year) with 997
members; however, 50% of
our clubs have less than 20
members and almost half
of those clubs have less
than 10 members. As we
look to the future, we need
to seriously address the
declining number of Lions.

During our candid
discussions, | consistently
stated that the loss of
members is not just a
statistical issue. It creates
the inability for us to serve

too many clubs have lost their
focus on service. Several of
the clubs in the District are fo-
cused on fund raising alone
without a connection to hands
onesarvice projects.

| believe that the loss of hands
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on service to the community haspPistrict

contributed directly to the
decline in members. Successfu
Lions clubs need to have a
sense of helping others. We
need to continue to focus on
getting our clubs engaged in
service projects as well as fund
raising projects. Clubs that
gain members are engaged in
service in the community.

Although we were unable to
secure enough individuals in
the district to commit to an LCI
extension training program, we
are moving forward with a
planned extension program in
the fall of 2009. IPDG Jay
Wells, DGE Jim Hartman, and
| met to identify areas of the
district for adding new clubs
and rebuilding several clubs.
We are planning an extension
program in October and we
will need twenty Lions to make
this happen. All clubs will re-
ceive additional information on
the extension project in August.
